After so many spells of cold and warm in 4.5 billion years and side issues, reminder of the tree roles
International congresses on the tree, soil, water, air and agriculture published a few of my texts, in my broken english. I have a website that a computer scientist manages voluntarily. 

It would be better to remind as of these spells of cold as of the ones of warm on Earth, if possible the most simply ! However the complex thought isn’t to forget nothing but to build a puzzle with the main data related to the life and its crises, collected then commented by so many researchers for the most part disappeared. Since about 3.8 billion years, the life beginning in sea, these spells of cold and warm caused almost the life disappearing in the water, air and soil. For 600 million years, they have been better known. Stop the cocq fight between supporters of the warming as if it was due to the human activities, and sceptics questioning that explanation ! More fair-play is needed between the ones and the others.
Spells of cold and warm caused the fall of the sea level down to 100 to 250 m, the most often in the glaciation absence, while the water escaped provisionally in the form of vapor up to the atmosphere without leaving the Earth attraction : so water left Mars definitively 3.5 billion years ago. Whence on Earth the division of the geological times into eras and periods. Several times, more than 350 million years ago, the last time 90 million years ago, spells of warm due to the Sun caused the proliferation above all of the sea flora which swallowed almost all the carbonic gas of the atmosphere, light carbon 12C based. The flora made do with the heavy carbon 13C and the atmosphere oxygen content increased up to 40% with respect to its present one. Whence finally mass extinction first of the flora, then of the herbivorous animals and finally of the carnivorous ones. Link between the human activity and climate medieval optimum from 800 to 1300 favouring the Viking colonization of Greenland : no, no and no ! Spells of cold were due to the intense volcanism releasing much dust darkening the atmosphere during several hundreds of thousand years : whence another type of mass extinction of living beings.
Paradox of the forest role on the water cycle : cutting the small grove yields more water in the brook but cutting the huge forest decreases the discharge of the large river. The forest reverses its role downstream of basins of about 200 km2. Check after partial deforestation on basins of about 15000 km2. The lesser effect of partial forest cuttings is null for openings in forest about 200 m wide.
Il the absence of tree or too far from it, the water cannot enter the soil on a permanent basis. It forms hollows in the water-table, becoming more and more deep in the sub-soil : water evaporates in the pores then becomes liquid again in the soil capillaries up to the atmosphere. The root respiration of terrestrial plants and above all of trees yields electricity due to the positive mini-ion hydrogen, infiltrating water in the soil, according to the resultant of an only daily cycle of vertical oscillations first molecule  by molecule, amplifyed momentarily and locally in spring and summer by the daily oscillations of the water-table with repercussion on the river level in the dam absence, according to two types : in dry soil, lowering at day and rising at night ; in damp soil, rising from about midday to 5 p.m. and lowering at night and in the morning. There is a cocq fight between electricity lowering the soil water due to the tree roots and electricity rising the soil water due to three positive mini-ions, the biggest ones in the crystal but too big to be surrounded by a water shell : thus they become the smallest positives mini-ions in water.  

These oscillations have inseparable roles related to the tree root electricity : river supply by the groundwater, natural sub-irrigation of herbaceous plants, sloping soil stabilization despite mini-landslides of about 1 to 2 cm per day when the soil moisture is higher ; crop multiplication by 2 to 3 in temperate climate and in semi-arid climate, up to 10 in the tropics. Roles of the root electricity as far as a distance equal to 10 times the tree height : about 100 m from the tree 10 m high. The vertical amplitude of the daily oscillations of the water-table and river level related to the tree root electricity is 10 to 15 cm. Planting wind-breaks 10 m high and about 200 m distant multiplies the crops by 2 to 3 in about 20 years. Ditto with an isolated tree every 15  to 50 m. 

Trees, isolated or around clearings and fields about 200 m wide, make like the forest for the environment and climate. The soil richness is due to the tree, despite its depressive effect close to it on the crops. No depressive effect of trees in the tropics. The chemical fertilizers are finally useless. With or without irrigation, fields without tree as far as the eye can see are the worst to keep water on Earth, because below them water-table hollows become deeper and deeper in expelling the subsoil water up to the atmosphere and drying the rivers and soon…seas and oceans, like in the geological times !!! If serried trees are needed to make timber wood, the true green revolution is to replant about one tree strip every 200 m or one tree every 15 à 50 m. 
Desertification results strictly of the tree destruction much more by the human activities than because of the drought. After the replantation of tree strips, the desert grows green again, as long as the neighbouring people look after such trees. Forests, aligned and isolated trees lessen the droughts and floods. Their worsening results above all from the tree destruction by the human activities and not at all because of our heat spell. I was launched on the paradox of the ambiguous role of the tree on water, by obedience in the 1970s then by rebellion from the 1980s until my retirement in 2002, in questioning the suppression of hedges and isolated trees in fields, vineyards et caetera : the main cause of an agricultural, environmental, climatic and social disaster in the world, to be repaired systematically in replanting hedges in the fields and trees on the sides of ways and banks of rivers and in the middle of vineyards, et caetera . 

My 20 years of amateur dowser are a side issue of this research on the tree and water. The research method on plan at a distance is improved in superimposing any cross-ruling on the plan and in playing by radiesthesia from small square to small square : whence a better accuracy avoiding the mistake by advance or delay of the hand writing according to the other hand holding pendulum, rods or nothing.

Alternating between this dowser signal and the body feeling (BF) above steady underground  anomalies (SUA) still improves the detection accuracy. More women than men are capable of BF. I organize tests de BF with groups of people above SUA : underground streamflows (US) and badly-ventilated underground cavities related to faults, beds of ancient brooks, remains of underground passages and cellars of disappeared buildings. Detecting the underground configuration of a very leaning tree is simple. Detecting the complex ones of a twisted tree, a twisted or leaning church tower first built upright, would be impossible only in walking. It’s easier to get a plan or to draw it approximately, to detect its SUA in turn by radiesthesia on the plan then on the spot : to go to such and such a SUA at a distance in seeing such and such a point on the spot, tests of radiesthesia and finally of BF above the SUA. A SUA would be noxious for the health if the person sleeps above it during more or less 10 years. Prevention : to move one’s bed or to change one’s bedroom thanks to the advice of a dowser or to discover such a SUA thanks to one’s BF with the feets and/or hands. The SUAs wouldn’t be more wide than 50 cm.

For 15 years, detecting SUAs with bare hands is easier and above all more discreet.  It would be better to use radiesthesia the least possible but it’s irreplaceable. According to the undersides of more than 20 twisted church towers and of 6 leaning church towers, the most part of them would have been placed by dowsers : to twist or to lean a church tower in more or less 100 years, below it two US are needed and every one must have at least a tributary. Why to talk about odd trees and church towers? Because of houses with cancers presumed first by german and french doctors, according to their patients living by turns in the same house or in the same time in the same building. Dowsers are also healers. I don’t treat.
It’s better to cut the trees in decreasing Moon : thus their wood more dry and more hard resists more to  parasites. Trees also have a psychosociological role in decreasing our violence thanks to their presence in the school courtyards, places and public parks and even, after a surgery operation, to favour more quickly the patient convalescence in front of trees at the window of his hospital room ! 

At night, the mad man doesn’t look for his key in the darkness where he lost it, but below the street lamp. Radiesthesia, not at all supernatural but natural, is’t obscurantism excluding the reason ? No, according to Pascal’s Pensées 1 – he wasn’t a mad man – the 172nd one : « Deux excès : exclure la raison, n'admettre que la raison / Two abuses : to exclude the reason, only to accept the reason ». No, because on somebody seated by the dowser above a steady underground anomaly, the nurse or the doctor don’t detect the irregularity of the rhythm but of the amplitude of the pulse. And what if sleeping there during x years would cause a cancer ? Darkness and light form a same whole : the reality. The scientist wouldn’t know first to explain it, but to light and to describe what is dark, therefore beyond the street lamp!
